We organize and promote strategic events throughout
Mexico and Latin America with the purpose of defen-
ding, strengthening, and emphasizing the importance of
religious freedom, conscientious objection, and human
rights. These gatherings bring together religious leaders,
academics, government authorities, and civil society re-
presentatives, creating spaces for dialogue and reflection
that foster mutual understanding and respect.

Among our key activities are academic forums, where ex-
perts from various disciplines analyze the primary challen-
ges and advances in the field of religious freedom. The-
se discussions generate innovative proposals that enrich
perspectives and help shape the national public agenda.

We also conduct specialized seminars designed to train
and update religious leaders, public officials, and profes-
sionals. These training sessions address essential topics
such as the national and international legal frameworks,

mechanisms for the protection of human rights, and best
practices in the promotion of religious freedom.

Our events serve as a cornerstone of our work helping us
disseminate our cause, raise public awareness, and posi-
tion these issues prominently on the national agenda.

We have signed collaboration agreements with various
institutions and organizations, strengthening a network of
strategic alliances that ampilifies our collective impact.

Through these efforts, we contribute to the advancement
of human rights and social well-being, fostering an envi-
ronment where the diversity of beliefs is recognized, pro-
tected, and celebrated as a foundation for peaceful coe-
xistence.

On February 21, together with the governor of Quintana
Roo, Mara Lezama Espinosa, and the religious sector of
the state, we signed the First Solidarity Agreement for the
Promotion for Respect of Religious Freedom and Toleran-
ce. This agreement represents an unprecedented advance
in building a more inclusive, peaceful society that respects
the diversity of beliefs.

During the signing, the governor highlighted the impor-
tance of this moment for Quintana Roo and the country,
noting that this joint effort strengthens the commitment to
guarantee freedom of religion and beliefs in both public
and private life, ensuring that each person can live accor-
ding to their convictions in an environment of respect and
harmony.

The event featured the participation of religious leaders
from various denominations, as well as government repre-
sentatives and municipal presidents from Benito Juarez,
Cozumel, Tulum, Puerto Morelos, and Lazaro Céardenas,
who joined this agreement, consolidating an alliance in fa-
vor of religious freedom and mutual respect.

SIGNING OF AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE
HUMAN RIGHTS COMMISSION OF
TLAXCALA
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On April 4, we formalized the Collaboration Agreement
with the State Human Rights Commission, in the presen-
ce of the Interreligious Council of the State of Chihuahua
as a witness of honor. This agreement aims to strengthen
inter-institutional cooperation to work together in the pro-
motion, safeguarding, and defense of human rights and
religious freedom.

The alliance will allow for the development of strategies
that foster respect for diversity of beliefs, non-discrimina-
tion based on religious grounds, and the construction of a
more inclusive and tolerant society. With this agreement,
new opportunities for training, awareness-raising, and
joint actions directed towards society, authorities, and key
sectors in Chihuahua are opened, reaffirming the commit-
ment to work together in consolidating an environment of
respect, peaceful coexistence, and justice for all.

On July 11, we signed the first collaboration agreement
with the State Human Rights Commission of Tlaxcala and
the Interreligious Council of the State of Tlaxcala.

During the event, the president of the Commission em-
phasized the importance of strengthening collaboration
ties among the participating organizations, with the goal
of defending human dignity and promoting fundamental
rights. This agreement reinforces and complements the
actions that the Commission carries out in favor of the de-
fense of rights, equality, and human dignity. During the
signing, the parties exchanged ideas and reaffirmed their
commitment to fostering respect and protection of funda-
mental freedoms, thereby strengthening the construction
of a more just and inclusive society.
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GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS

On July 26, we trained the government officials of Hidal-
go, on strengthening the integration of religious freedom
and human rights in public policies.

The event brought together 250 public servants, religious
representatives, and organizations, highlighting the im-
portance of public officials having a deep understanding
of freedom of belief as a fundamental right enshrined in
the Constitution. State authorities emphasized that this
right must be respected and guaranteed in the exercise
of public duties, in line with the humanistic approach of
the State Development Plan 2022-2028, which promotes
a fairer and more inclusive society.

In this context, we were recognized as key allies in the
defense and promotion of human rights, reaffirming our
commitment to continue collaborating with government
institutions to strengthen respect for diversity in beliefs
and their application in the public sphere.

INTERRELIGIOUS AND GOVERNMENT
DIALOGUE

On the occasion of International Day for Tolerance, on
November 12, we co-organized the forum “Interreligious
and Government Dialogue for Peace and Social Justice,”
a space to strengthen collaboration between the govern-
ment, churches, and civil society.

The remarks highlighted the importance of uniting efforts

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On April 6th, we trained 1500 people in the event “Cul-
tural Reconstruction” in Mexico City, in a joint effort with
various institutions and organizations. The main objective
of this event was to promote interreligious dialogue, stren-
gthen collaboration between religions, and contribute to
the construction of a more just and peaceful society.

Various activities were carried out to encourage the ex-
change of ideas and experiences among participants,
promoting an atmosphere of cooperation and mutual
understanding. Through these efforts, we seek to contri-
bute to cultural and social enrichment by reaffirming our
commitment to social justice, religious tolerance, and the
protection of human rights.

This event also highlighted the importance of working
hand in hand with different sectors of society to ensure
harmonious coexistence, based on respect for diversity
and the recognition of the rights of all individuals, regard-
less of their religious beliefs.

On November 14, in collaboration with the Interreligious
Council of Nuevo Leén, we held the successful Citizen
Forum on Religious Freedom, with the aim of strengthe-
ning intersectoral collaboration on key issues such as fa-
mily, the environment, social harmony, and public health.

The event brought together religious leaders, represen-
tatives of civil society, and governmental authorities, pro-
moting an inclusive and constructive dialogue. The event
was attended by the Secretary of Government of the State
and the Secretary of Government of the municipality of
Monterrey. Both authorities recognized the importance of
continuing to promote dialogue spaces that bring toge-
ther diverse political, social, and religious perspectives,
contributing to the construction of a more equitable and
respectful society.

Through workshops, seminars, diploma courses, and roun-
dtable dialogues, we train public officials at all levels of
government on key topics, including both national and
international legal frameworks concerning religious free-
dom. We also equip them with practical tools for desig-
ning and implementing inclusive public policies and effec-
tive strategies that foster peace and social cohesion.

Our work goes beyond training, it also includes direct su-
pport for legislators and public administrators. We colla-
borate in the review and analysis of legislative proposals

and the development of public policies to ensure align-
ment with democratic principles and respect for human
rights.

In addition, we assist in the creation of legal and regu-
latory frameworks that protect both individuals and faith
communities, in harmony with the pluralistic and secular
nature of the State.

We also promote inter-institutional dialogue platforms
that encourage the exchange of ideas and the building
of consensus to enhance the protection of fundamental
rights. By integrating diverse perspectives, we contribute
to the development of sustainable solutions and the stren-
gthening of the social fabric.

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INTERNATIONAL SYMPOSIUM

The International Symposium on Religious Freedom Mexi-
co was held on April 10 and 11 in Puebla, under the theme
“Religious Freedom: Promoter of Mutual Respect, Human
Dignity, and Peace.”

The event was organized in collaboration with the Inter-
national Center for Law and Religion Studies (ICLRS), the
Interfaith Forum of the Americas (FIDELA), the Latin Ame-
rican Consortium for Religious Freedom and The National
Awareness for Religious Freedom Foundation.

The symposium brought together a wide variety of parti-
cipants, including religious leaders, public officials, acade-
mics, jurists, and representatives of indigenous peoples,

both national and international, to discuss the relevance
of religious freedom and its role in society.

Over the sessions, participants offered their perspectives

from different approaches: indigenous, governmental,

and religious, emphasizing the importance of ensuring the

full exercise of religious freedom throughout the country.

The discussions highlighted that the protection of this hu-
man right is crucial to achieving peace and harmony.
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54th GENERAL ASSEMBLY

We participated in the 54th General Assembly of the Or-
ganization of American States (OAS), held from June 26 to
28 in Paraguay, where key issues concerning integration
and security for sustainable development in the region
were addressed.

During the event, the Assembly approved a series of reso-
lutions on a variety of topics, with particular emphasis on
the promotion and protection of human rights.

Dr. Cristian Badillo participated as a representative of civil
society. In his remarks, he underscored the importance of
freedom and fundamental rights, drawing attention to the
challenges faced by millions of people across the region
including poverty, violence, lack of opportunity, environ-
mental crises, religious persecution, and restrictions on
democratic freedoms. He also presented concrete pro-
posals aimed at addressing these issues and ensuring the
protection of the freedoms and rights of all citizens.

XXI1l LATIN AMERICAN COLLOQUIUM
ON

We participated in the XXIII Latin American Colloquium on
Religious Freedom, held under the theme “The Relations-
hip Between Religious Freedom and Family: Contours and
Challenges,” which took place from October 23 to 25 at
the University of Notre Dame in the United States.

This event, organized by the Latin American Consortium
for Religious Freedom and the International Center for
Law and Religion Studies (ICLRS), brought together aca-
demics, human rights advocates, religious leaders, acti-
vists, government officials, representatives of international
organizations, and members of civil society to engage in
meaningful dialogue on the connection between family
and religious freedom, as well as the challenges and limi-
tations this relationship faces.

The main objective of this annual colloquium is to provide
a space for the exchange of ideas, thoughtful discussion,
and reflection on the challenges and progress related to
religious freedom in Latin America. Additionally, it aims to
promote respect for religious diversity, address the legal
regulation of religious expression, and explore the appro-
priate legal relationships between religious institutions
and the state.
